It is 1930's England and the show opens as a troupe of London swells arive at Hareford
Hall in Hampshire, home to Maria, the Duchess of Dene and her chjldhood s$reetheat, SiI
Johl Tremayne. These two are the executors of the late Ead's estate, and the whole house
hold is in turmoil as they await the appearaoce of the Earl's longJost son and heir Parches-
teE the family solicitor, explains that a dause in the rvill means that the Duchess and SilJohn
must approve the Ea::l's son as being'Frt and proper'or else he will be paid off and sent

The son appean, and he turns out to be a ftue cockneri Bill Snibson. To add to the general
cofistefnation this causes, he has brought his grrl friend Sally with him. This does not stop
the Duchess' daughter, Lady Jaqueline Carstone, from attempting to seduce 8i11, so sl.rc can
matry him for his new found money. This involves casting aside her hapless 6anc6, Gerald
B oLingbroke.

The Duchess decides to teach Bill the propet airs and graces of somebodr'fit to be Earl, but
she is set against Sally and resolves to part the rrvo of them. The Duchess throws Bill a pattr,,
so he can show off his new manners, but Sally is not invited. Sally warts Bill to sta,v and in-
hedt the fortune, but she thinks of herself as a hindtance to tha! so she decides to use the
pa{tt as a chance to show Bill she does not belong. She gatecrashes, accompanied b,v a num-
ber of her cockrev frietds, who amaze the guests by singtng and dancilg

While Bill prepares his maiden speech in the House of Lords, Sallr lear-es for London. She is
surprised by the appearance of Sir John in Lambeth who tries to con\ince her she can beat
the Duchess at her ovn game. He has a friend who cao teach her to become'[t and propet',
the same as Bill, and Sally goes off to take lessons. Bill ardves in Lambeth but he can't find
Sally and he returns, heart-btoken, to Hareford Hali. The Duchess tlros's another party but
this doesn't cheet Bill up, and the Duchess begins to undentand horv much Sally means to
Bill. With her new understanding she accepts Sirjohn's proposal of mariage, andJaquie
even tetulls to Gerald. Sally appears again, now transformed into a ladr, and er-etybody Jives
happilv er,-er after.

'Me and My Gitf wdtten in the 1930's and became a huge hit around the rvhole vodd, and
one of the songs from the show'The Lambeth V/alk', became one of the gfeatest dance
crazes of the time. Surpdsingll', the shorv was then forgotten, until resurrected bv the son of
the original compose4 Noel Gar.. The script was revised by popular comedian and wtiter
Stepheo Fry and other songs by Noel Gay rvere added, including the famous I-eaning on a
Lamppost'. The new version opened in 1984 and rvas a huge hit and major award winner in
both l-ondon and New York.
